The soldiers brought the

wine back to Italy where the reception was so enthusiastic the emperor

commissioned the building of a grand temple complex that includes

the largest temple ever built.  The temple to Bacchus the God of Wine

and the imposing remains of the temple to Jupiter are the most popular

tourist attractions in Lebanon today.
